Individual lessons and activities can be assigned to pupils.  Some of the work may be corrected on-line providing instant feedback to the learner, whilst other work may require to be sent to the Tutor for correction and subsequent feedback
Plato Pathways-Web Version:

Located on the main desktop screen
Plato is an Integrated Learning system aimed at targeting improvement in Numeracy and Literacy.  An individual learning path can be assigned to a pupil and progress monitored and evaluated through a sophisticated management system.  Progress reports can be printed for assessment and review purposes.

A direct link to Plato’s login page on the Internet has been provided in your “Favourites” list within your Internet browser.
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The following are just a few screen shots of what you can expect when connected to the online Plato modules:

Algebra:
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In the module on Translations and Transformations, three different representations help learners see what it means to transform or translate a function.
Reading Strategies:

Learners practice the strategy with help and on their own. Here the learner Helps the mentor carry out a strategy for reading text with graphics.

Life Science:
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Structure and Function of Tissues and Organs
Students learn that four specialized types of tissue (nervous, epithelial, connective and muscle tissue) form all of the organs that make up their bodies. Students also study the function of specific sense organs, the eye and ear, through interaction.

Writing:
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Grammar and Mechanics study sections show learners correct and incorrect examples that illustrate the grammatical principle.

Biology:
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Mitosis
Students learn about the remarkable process of cell division in Mitosis. Examine how cells divide so that an organism can grow and replace damaged cells.

Maths Expeditions:
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Math Expeditions connects mathematics concepts to everyday life by presenting them in the context of issues that the team faces on their "expedition."
“Our School” Folder:
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 Located on the main desktop screen

If you are already registered at a Glasgow School then this folder link on your desktop will connect you directly to your school’s “Shared Area”. This will assist in keeping you in touch and up to date with ongoing items and events at your school.

My Documents:

Located on the main desktop screen
When saving any documents, place them into the My Documents Folder. This folder is network based and centrally stored at Education Headquarters so this will ensure that a backup of all your work is taken regularly.

Glasgow SchoolsOut Web Site:

The homepage for all users when they start Internet Explorer from the desktop is the “Our Group” section. This section lists all current users of the web site.
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Personal Profile Area:

As a user you can modify your own page and have your own personal Homepage (exampled below) or post a sticky note with a message for other users to read.
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Using the “Update Mine” link, you can modify the style or positioning of the details, the background, add/remove pictures and a whole lot more. Here are the options from this menu:
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The “words” link takes you here where you can change fonts or texts and write about yourself:

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And here in the “Styles” page you can change the overall way the page is viewed by others.

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The Gallery:
